Lent (Wednesday, 2/17 - Sunday, 4/4)

anyone who is convicted to refocus and refine their faith could
benefit from Lent. The length of the Lenten fast was established in
the 4th century as 46 days from Ash Wednesday to Easter Sunday
(that's 40 days, not counting Sundays) and is modeled after the
period of time Jesus spent in the wilderness (Matthew 4:1-11).
